



AAWD Information Confidentiality Agreement

All Officers, Directors, and Committee Chairs of the American Association of Women Dentists (AAWD), including those serving at the local chapter level, have a legal and ethical responsibility to protect the privacy of AAWD members and to use member information solely for official AAWD purposes. 

By signing this document, I understand and agree to the following: 

1. Authorized Use of Member Information
I will access and use AAWD member information only as required for the performance of my official chapter duties. I will not share or distribute any information about members that is not publicly available, unless authorized by AAWD or the member directly.

2. Prohibited Actions
· I will not share or sell AAWD membership information or any portion of the AAWD database.
· I will not use member contact information for personal, political, commercial, or non-AAWD purposes.
· I will not forward, copy, or disclose internal documents, templates, or resources to non-AAWD individuals without written permission from AAWD National.

3. Account Access and Data Security
· I understand that my login credentials for the AAWD Member Portal are personal and legally binding, and that I am responsible for all activity conducted under my account.
· I will not share my login credentials with others.
· I will ensure that all physical and digital records containing AAWD information are securely stored and disposed of when no longer needed.
· I will log off before leaving any computer or device unattended.

4. Intellectual Property
I understand that all AAWD materials, including documents, templates, logos, and other resources, are the intellectual property of AAWD and may not be reused, repurposed, or distributed for personal, commercial, or non-AAWD purposes without written permission from the AAWD Board of Directors.

5. Confidentiality Commitment
I agree to respect the privacy of all AAWD members, volunteers, and partners, and to conduct all communications in accordance with AAWD’s policies and professional standards.
I understand that any breach of this agreement may result in disciplinary action, including removal from office or termination of membership. In serious cases, violations may also result in civil or criminal penalties under applicable laws.
